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Part One—in rough order of New Testament 
occurrence

1. Would be the "Offspring of a Woman"

Genesis 3:15 And I will put enmity between you and the woman, and between your 
offspring and hers; he will crush your head, and you will strike his heel.

Galatians 4:4 But when the time had fully come, God sent his Son, born of a 
woman, born under law,

2. The Desired of all nations (R-02)

Haggai 2:7-9 ‘and I will shake all nations, and they shall come to the Desire of All 
Nations, and I will fill this temple with glory,' says the LORD of hosts. `The silver is
Mine, and the gold is Mine,' says the LORD of hosts. `The glory of this latter temple
shall be greater than the former,' says the LORD of hosts. `And in this place I will 
give peace,' says the LORD of hosts."

John 1:14 And the Word became flesh and dwelt among us, and we beheld His 
glory, the glory as of the only begotten of the Father, full of grace and truth.

Luke 2:14 Glory to God in the highest, And on earth peace, goodwill toward men!

3. He dwells with us

Zechariah 2:10-11 "Sing and rejoice, O daughter of Zion! For behold, I am coming 
and I will dwell in your midst," says the LORD. "Many nations shall be joined to the
LORD in that day, and they shall become My people. And I will dwell in your midst.
Then you will know that the LORD of hosts has sent Me to you.”

John 1:14 And the Word became flesh and dwelt among us, and we beheld His 
glory, the glory as of the only begotten of the Father, full of grace and truth.

2 Corinthians 6:16 And what agreement has the temple of God with idols? For you 
are the temple of the living God. As God has said: "I will dwell in them And walk 
among them. I will be their God, And they shall be My people."

4. All nations blessed (R-03)

Genesis 12:3 I will bless those who bless you, And I will curse him who curses you; 
And in you all the families of the earth shall be blessed.

Matthew 1:1 The book of the genealogy of Jesus Christ, the Son of David, the Son 
of Abraham:

Acts 3:25-26 You are sons of the prophets, and of the covenant which God made 
with our fathers, saying to Abraham, `And in your seed all the families of the earth 
shall be blessed.' To you first, God, having raised up His Servant Jesus, sent Him to 
bless you, in turning away every one of you from your iniquities.
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Galatians 3:8 And the Scripture, foreseeing that God would justify the Gentiles by 
faith, preached the gospel to Abraham beforehand, saying, "In you all the nations 
shall be blessed." 

Ephesians 1:3 Blessed be the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, who has 
blessed us with every spiritual blessing in the heavenly places in Christ,

5. The God of Shem enlarging Japheth (R-03)

Genesis 9:26,27 And he said: "Blessed be the LORD, The God of Shem, And may 
Canaan be his servant. May God enlarge Japheth, And may he dwell in the tents of 
Shem; And may Canaan be his servant."

Luke 3:23,36 Now Jesus Himself began His ministry at about thirty years of age, 
being (as was supposed) the son of Joseph, the son of Heli, ... the son of Cainan, the 
son of Arphaxad, the son of Shem, the son of Noah, the son of Lamech,

Ephesians 3:6 that the Gentiles should be fellow heirs, of the same body, and 
partakers of His promise in Christ through the gospel,

6. Promised Offspring of Abraham

Genesis 18:18 Abraham will surely become a great and powerful nation, and all 
nations on earth will be blessed through him.

Luke 3:23,34 Now Jesus Himself began His ministry at about thirty years of age, 
being (as was supposed) the son of Joseph, the son of Heli, ... the son of Jacob, the 
son of Isaac, the son of Abraham, the son of Terah, the son of Nahor,

Acts 3:25 And you are heirs of the prophets and of the Covenant God made with 
your fathers. He said to Abraham, 'Through your offspring all peoples on earth will 
be blessed.'

7. Promised Offspring of Isaac

Genesis 17:19 Then God said, "Yes, but your wife Sarah will hear you a son, and 
you will call him Isaac. I will establish my Covenant with him as an everlasting 
Covenant for his descendants after him.”

Matthew 1:2 Abraham was the father of Isaac, Isaac the father of Jacob, Jacob the 
father of Judah and his brothers,

8. In your seed

Genesis 21:12 But God said to Abraham, "Do not let it be displeasing in your sight 
because of the lad or because of your bondwoman. Whatever Sarah has said to you, 
listen to her voice; for in Isaac your seed shall be called.”

Matthew 1:2 Abraham begot Isaac, Isaac begot Jacob, and Jacob begot Judah and 
his brothers.

Galatians 3:16 Now to Abraham and his Seed were the promises made. He does not
say, "And to seeds," as of many, but as of one, "And to your Seed," who is Christ.
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Acts 3:25 You are sons of the prophets, and of the covenant which God made with 
our fathers, saying to Abraham, ‘And in your seed all the families of the earth shall 
be blessed.’

Acts 13:23 From this man's seed, according to the promise, God raised up for Israel 
a Savior, Jesus 

Romans 9:7 Nor are they all children because they are the seed of Abraham; but, "In
Isaac your seed shall be called."

Hebrews 11:18 of whom it was said, "In Isaac your seed shall be called,"

9. Promised Offspring of Jacob

Numbers 24:17 I see him, but not now; I behold him, but not near. A star will come 
out of Jacob; a scepter will rise out of Israel. He will crush the foreheads of Moab, 
the skulls of all the sons of Sheth.

Luke 3:34 the son of Jacob, the son of Isaac, the son of Abraham, the son of Terah, 
the son of Nahor, Will descend from the tribe of Judah

Genesis 49:10 The scepter will not depart from Judah, nor the ruler's staff from 
between his feet, until he comes to whom it belongs and the obedience of the nations
is his.

Luke 3:33 the son of Amminadah, the son of Ram, the son of Hezron, the son of 
Perez, the son of Judah,

11. The Branch from the root of David

Isaiah 4:2-6 In that day the Branch of the LORD shall be beautiful and glorious; 
And the fruit of the earth shall be excellent and appealing For those of Israel who 
have escaped. And it shall come to pass that he who is left in Zion and remains in 
Jerusalem will be called holy-- everyone who is recorded among the living in 
Jerusalem. When the Lord has washed away the filth of the daughters of Zion, and 
purged the blood of Jerusalem from her midst, by the spirit of judgment and by the 
spirit of burning, then the LORD will create above every dwelling place of Mount 
Zion, and above her assemblies, a cloud and smoke by day and the shining of a 
flaming fire by night. For over all the glory there will be a covering. And there will 
be a tabernacle for shade in the daytime from the heat, for a place of refuge, and for 
a shelter from storm and rain.

Isaiah 11:1 There shall come forth a Rod from the stem of Jesse, And a Branch shall
grow out of his roots.

Isaiah 11:10 And in that day there shall be a Root of Jesse, Who shall stand as a 
banner to the people; For the Gentiles shall seek Him, And His resting place shall be
glorious.

Isaiah 60:21 Also your people shall all be righteous; They shall inherit the land 
forever, The branch of My planting, The work of My hands, That I may be glorified.

Jeremiah 23:5 “Behold, the days are coming," says the LORD, "That I will raise to 
David a Branch of righteousness; A King shall reign and prosper, And execute 
judgment and righteousness in the earth.”
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Jeremiah 33:15 In those days and at that time I will cause to grow up to David A 
Branch of righteousness; He shall execute judgment and righteousness in the earth.

Ezekiel 17:22 Thus says the Lord GOD: "I will take also one of the highest 
branches of the high cedar and set it out. I will crop off from the topmost of its 
young twigs a tender one, and will plant it on a high and prominent mountain.”

Ezekiel 17:23 On the mountain height of Israel I will plant it; and it will bring forth 
boughs, and bear fruit, and be a majestic cedar. Under it will dwell birds of every 
sort; in the shadow of its branches they will dwell.

Zechariah 3:8 Hear, O Joshua, the high priest, You and your companions who sit 
before you, For they are a wondrous sign; For behold, I am bringing forth My 
Servant the BRANCH.

Zechariah 6:12 Then speak to him, saying, “Thus says the LORD of hosts, saying: 
‘Behold, the Man whose name is the BRANCH! From His place He shall branch 
out, And He shall build the temple of the LORD;’”

Matthew 1:6-16 and Jesse begot David the king. David the king begot Solomon by 
her who had been the wife of Uriah.

Acts 13:22-23 And when He had removed him, He raised up for them David as 
king, to whom also He gave testimony and said, `I have found David the son of 
Jesse, a man after My own heart, who will do all My will.  From this man's seed, 
according to the promise, God raised up for Israel a Savior Jesus

Romans 15:12 And again, Isaiah says: "There shall be a root of Jesse; And He who 
shall rise to reign over the Gentiles, In Him the Gentiles shall hope."

Revelation 5:5 But one of the elders said to me, "Do not weep. Behold, the Lion of 
the tribe of Judah, the Root of David, has prevailed to open the scroll and to loose its
seven seals."

Revelation 22:16 I, Jesus, have sent My angel to testify to you these things in the 
churches. I am the Root and the Offspring of David, the Bright and Morning Star.

12. The Heir to the throne of David (R-03)

Isaiah 9:7 of the increase of his government and peace there will be no end. He will 
reign on David's throne and over his kingdom, establishing and upholding it with 
justice and righteousness from that time on and forever. The zeal of the LORD 
Almighty will accomplish this.

Matthew 1:1 A record of the genealogy of Jesus Christ the son of David, the son of 
Abraham:

13. The Promised crown of David (Genesis 49) reserved for 
Him (R-05)

Ezekiel 21:26-27 thus says the Lord GOD: "Remove the turban, and take off the 
crown; Nothing shall remain the same. Exalt the humble, and humble the exalted.  
Overthrown, overthrown, I will make it overthrown! It shall be no longer, Until He 
comes whose right it is, And I will give it to Him."
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Luke 1:32 He will be great, and will be called the Son of the Highest; and the Lord 
God will give Him the throne of His father David.

14. The horn of David (R-08)

Psalm  132:17 There I will make the horn of David grow; I will prepare a lamp for 
My Anointed.

Luke 1:69 And has raised up a horn of salvation for us In the house of His servant 
David,

15. The Stone cut without hands (R-09)

Daniel 2:44-45 And in the days of these kings the God of heaven will set up a 
kingdom which shall never be destroyed; and the kingdom shall not be left to other 
people; it shall break in pieces and consume all these kingdoms, and it shall stand 
forever. Inasmuch as you saw that the stone was cut out of the mountain without 
hands, and that it broke in pieces the iron, the bronze, the clay, the silver, and the 
gold-- the great God has made known to the king what will come to pass after this. 
The dream is certain, and its interpretation is sure.

Matthew 1:20-23 But while he thought about these things, behold, an angel of the 
Lord appeared to him in a dream, saying, "Joseph, son of David, do not be afraid to 
take to you Mary your wife, for that which is conceived in her is of the Holy Spirit.  
And she will bring forth a Son, and you shall call His name JESUS, for He will save 
His people from their sins."  So all this was done that it might be fulfilled which was
spoken by the Lord through the prophet, saying:  "Behold, the virgin shall be with 
child, and bear a Son, and they shall call His name Immanuel," which is translated, 
"God with us."

Luke 1:32-33 He will be great, and will be called the Son of the Highest; and the 
Lord God will give Him the throne of His father David.  And He will reign over the 
house of Jacob forever, and of His kingdom there will be no end.

Luke 17:20-21 Now when He was asked by the Pharisees when the kingdom of God
would come, He answered them and said, "The kingdom of God does not come with
observation;  nor will they say, `See here!' or `See there!' For indeed, the kingdom of
God is within you." 

Matthew 3:2 and saying, "Repent, for the kingdom of heaven is at hand!"

Matthew 28:18 And Jesus came and spoke to them, saying, "All authority has been 
given to Me in heaven and on earth.”

John 18:36 Jesus answered, "My kingdom is not of this world. If My kingdom were
of this world, My servants would fight, so that I should not be delivered to the Jews; 
but now My kingdom is not from here."

Revelation 11:15 Then the seventh angel sounded: And there were loud voices in 
heaven, saying, "The kingdoms of this world have become the kingdoms of our Lord
and of His Christ, and He shall reign forever and ever!"
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16. Born of a virgin (R-09)

Isaiah 7:14 Therefore the Lord himself will give you a sign: The virgin will be with 
child and will give birth to a son, and will call him Immanuel.

Matthew 1:18 This is how the birth of Jesus Christ came about: His mother Mary 
was pledged to be married to Joseph, but before they came together, she was found 
to be with child through the Holy Spirit.

17. Time of birth (R-10)

Daniel 9:25 Know and understand this: From the issuing of the decree to restore and
rebuild Jerusalem until the Anointed One, the ruler, comes, there will be seven 
'sevens,' and sixty-two 'sevens.' It will be rebuilt with streets and a trench, but in 
times of trouble.

Luke 2:1-2 In those days Caesar Augustus issued a decree that a census should be 
taken of the entire Roman world, (This was the first census that took place while 
Quirinius was governor of Syria.)

18. Called from the womb for the nations (R-11)

Isaiah 49:1-6 Listen, O coastlands, to Me, And take heed, you peoples from afar! 
The LORD has called Me from the womb; From the matrix of My mother He has 
made mention of My name. And He has made My mouth like a sharp sword; In the 
shadow of His hand He has hidden Me, And made Me a polished shaft; In His 
quiver He has hidden Me. And He said to me, `You are My servant, O Israel, In 
whom I will be glorified.' Then I said, `I have labored in vain, I have spent my 
strength for nothing and in vain; Yet surely my just reward is with the LORD, And 
my work with my God.' And now the LORD says, Who formed Me from the womb 
to be His Servant, To bring Jacob back to Him, So that Israel is gathered to Him (For
I shall be glorious in the eyes of the LORD, And My God shall be My strength), 
Indeed He says, `It is too small a thing that You should be My Servant To raise up 
the tribes of Jacob, And to restore the preserved ones of Israel; I will also give You 
as a light to the Gentiles, That You should be My salvation to the ends of the earth.'

Luke 2:11 For there is born to you this day in the city of David a Savior, who is 
Christ the Lord.

Galatians 1:15 But when it pleased God, who separated me from my mother's 
womb and called me through His grace,

1 Peter 1:20 He indeed was foreordained before the foundation of the world, but 
was manifest in these last times for you

Luke 2:32 A light to bring revelation to the Gentiles, And the glory of Your people 
Israel.

Luke 24:46-47 Then He said to them, "Thus it is written, and thus it was necessary 
for the Christ to suffer and to rise from the dead the third day, and that repentance 
and remission of sins should be preached in His name to all nations, beginning at 
Jerusalem.”
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19. Double for all her sins (R-11)

Isaiah 40:1-2 “Comfort, yes, comfort My people!" Says your God. "Speak comfort 
to Jerusalem, and cry out to her, That her warfare is ended, That her iniquity is 
pardoned; For she has received from the LORD'S hand Double for all her sins."

Luke 2:10-11 Then the angel said to them, "Do not be afraid, for behold, I bring you
good tidings of great joy which will be to all people. For there is born to you this 
day in the city of David a Savior, who is Christ the Lord.”

2 Corinthians 1:4 who comforts us in all our tribulation, that we may be able to 
comfort those who are in any trouble, with the comfort with which we ourselves are 
comforted by God.

1 Corinthians 6:11 And such were some of you. But you were washed, but you 
were sanctified, but you were justified in the name of the Lord Jesus and by the 
Spirit of our God.

1 Corinthians 6:19-20 Or do you not know that your body is the temple of the Holy
Spirit who is in you, whom you have from God, and you are not your own? For you 
were bought at a price; therefore glorify God in your body and in your spirit, which 
are God's.

20. You are My people (R-11)

Hosea 1:10 Yet the number of the children of Israel Shall be as the sand of the sea, 
Which cannot be measured or numbered. And it shall come to pass In the place 
where it was said to them, `You are not My people,' There it shall be said to them, 
`You are sons of the living God.'

Luke 2:10 Then the angel said to them, "Do not be afraid, for behold, I bring you 
good tidings of great joy which will be to all people.”

Luke 2:32 A light to bring revelation to the Gentiles, And the glory of Your people 
Israel.

John 1:12 But as many as received Him, to them He gave the right to become 
children of God, to those who believe in His name:

Romans 9:25-26 As He says also in Hosea: "I will call them My people, who were 
not My people, And her beloved, who was not beloved. And it shall come to pass in 
the place where it was said to them, `You are not My people,' There they shall be 
called sons of the living God."

1 Peter 2:9-10 But you are a chosen generation, a royal priesthood, a holy nation, 
His own special people, that you may proclaim the praises of Him who called you 
out of darkness into His marvelous light; who once were not a people but are now 
the people of God, who had not obtained mercy but now have obtained mercy.

21. Jesus is the Stone of stumbling (R-13)

Isaiah 8:14 He will be as a sanctuary, But a stone of stumbling and a rock of offense
To both the houses of Israel, As a trap and a snare to the inhabitants of Jerusalem.
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Luke 2:34 Then Simeon blessed them, and said to Mary His mother, "Behold, this 
Child is destined for the fall and rising of many in Israel, and for a sign which will 
be spoken against”

Romans 9:32-33 Why? Because they did not seek it by faith, but as it were, by the 
works of the law. For they stumbled at that stumbling stone.  As it is written: 
"Behold, I lay in Zion a stumbling stone and rock of offense, And whoever believes 
on Him will not be put to shame."

Romans 11:9-11 And David says: "Let their table become a snare and a trap, A 
stumbling block and a recompense to them.”

1 Peter 2:8 A stone of stumbling And a rock of offense. They stumble, being 
disobedient to the word, to which they also were appointed.

22. Place of birth (R-14)

Micah 5:2 But you, Bethlehem Ephrathah, though you are small among the clans of 
Judah, out of you will come for me one who will he ruler over Israel, whose origins 
are from of old, from ancient times. 

Matthew 2:1 After Jesus was born in Bethlehem in Judea, during the time of King 
Herod, Magi from the east came to Jerusalem

23. Kings to the brightness of your rising (R-14)

Isaiah 60:1-3 Arise, shine; For your light has come! And the glory of the LORD is 
risen upon you. For behold, the darkness shall cover the earth, And deep darkness 
the people; But the LORD will arise over you, And His glory will be seen upon you. 
The Gentiles shall come to your light, And kings to the brightness of your rising.

Matthew 2:1 Now after Jesus was born in Bethlehem of Judea in the days of Herod 
the king, behold, wise men from the East came to Jerusalem,

24. Slaughter of infants (R-15)

Jeremiah 31:15 This is what the LORD says: "A voice is heard in Ramah, mourning
and great weeping, Rachel weeping for her children and refusing to be comforted, 
because her children are no more."

Matthew 2:16 When Herod realized that he had been outwitted by the Magi, he was
furious, and he gave orders to kill all the boys in Bethlehem and its vicinity who 
were two years old and under, in accordance with the time he had learned from the 
Magi.

25. Escape to Egypt (R-15)

Hosea 11:1 When Israel was a child, I loved him, and out of Egypt I called my Son.

Matthew 2:14 So he got up, took the child and his mother during the night and left 
for Egypt
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26. The Voice preparing the way (R-26)

Isaiah 40:3 The voice of one crying in the wilderness: Prepare the way of the 
LORD; Make straight in the desert A highway for our God.

John 1:23 He said: "I am `The voice of one crying in the wilderness: Make straight 
the way of the LORD,' as the prophet Isaiah said."

27. My messenger

Malachi 3:1 “Behold, I send My messenger, And he will prepare the way before 
Me. And the Lord, whom you seek, Will suddenly come to His temple, Even the 
Messenger of the covenant, In whom you delight. Behold, He is coming," Says the 
LORD of hosts.

Matthew 11:10 For this is he of whom it is written: `Behold, I send My messenger 
before Your face, Who will prepare Your way before You.’

28. Send you Elijah

Malachi 4:5 Behold, I will send you Elijah the prophet Before the coming of the 
great and dreadful day of the LORD.

Luke 1:17 "He will also go before Him in the spirit and power of Elijah, `to turn the
hearts of the fathers to the children, and the disobedient to the wisdom of the just, to 
make ready a people prepared for the Lord.

29. Some of His characteristics. (R-19)

Isaiah 11:2 The Spirit of the LORD will rest on him- the Spirit of wisdom and of 
understanding, the Spirit of counsel and of power, the Spirit of knowledge and of the
fear of the LORD

Luke 2:52 And Jesus grew in wisdom and stature, and in favor with God and men.

30. The scapegoat (R-27)

Leviticus 16:8-10 Then Aaron shall cast lots for the two goats: one lot for the 
LORD and the other lot for the scapegoat. And Aaron shall bring the goat on which 
the LORD'S lot fell, and offer it as a sin offering. But the goat on which the lot fell 
to be the scapegoat shall be presented alive before the LORD, to make atonement 
upon it, and to let it go as the scapegoat into the wilderness.

John 1:29 The next day John saw Jesus coming toward him, and said, "Behold! The 
Lamb of God who takes away the sin of the world!”

31. Jesus builds the House of the LORD (R31)

Isaiah 66:1-2  Thus says the LORD: "Heaven is My throne, And earth is My 
footstool. Where is the house that you will build Me? And where is the place of My 
rest?  For all those things My hand has made, And all those things exist," Says the 
LORD. "But on this one will I look: On him who is poor and of a contrite spirit, And
who trembles at My word.”
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John 2:19  19 Jesus answered and said to them, "Destroy this temple, and in three 
days I will raise it up."

1 Peter 2:4-5  Coming to Him as to a living stone, rejected indeed by men, but 
chosen by God and precious,  you also, as living stones, are being built up a spiritual
house, a holy priesthood, to offer up spiritual sacrifices acceptable to God through 
Jesus Christ.

32. A bronze serpent (R31)

Numbers 21:8-9   Then the LORD said to Moses, "Make a fiery serpent, and set it 
on a pole; and it shall be that everyone who is bitten, when he looks at it, shall live." 
So Moses made a bronze serpent, and put it on a pole; and so it was, if a serpent had 
bitten anyone, when he looked at the bronze serpent, he lived.

John 3:14-16  And as Moses lifted up the serpent in the wilderness, even so must 
the Son of Man be lifted up,  that whoever believes in Him should not perish but 
have eternal life.  For God so loved the world that He gave His only begotten Son, 
that whoever believes in Him should not perish but have everlasting life.

33. The just shall live by his faith. (R33)

Habakkuk 2:4  Behold the proud, His soul is not upright in him; But the just shall 
live by his faith.

John 3:36 He who believes in the Son has everlasting life; and he who does not 
believe the Son shall not see life, but the wrath of God abides on him.

Romans 1:17 For in it the righteousness of God is revealed from faith to faith; as it 
is written, "The just shall live by faith."

Galatians 2:16 knowing that a man is not justified by the works of the law but by 
faith in Jesus Christ, even we have believed in Christ Jesus, that we might be 
justified by faith in Christ and not by the works of the law; for by the works of the 
law no flesh shall be justified.

Galatians 3:11 But that no one is justified by the law in the sight of God is evident, 
for "the just shall live by faith."

Galatians 3:12 Yet the law is not of faith, but "the man who does them shall live by 
them."

Hebrews 10:38 Now the just shall live by faith; But if anyone draws back, My soul 
has no pleasure in him.

34. Ministry in Galilee (R34)

Isaiah 9:1-2 Nevertheless, there will be no more gloom for those who were in 
distress. In the past he humbled the land of Zebulun and the land of Naphtali, but in 
the future he will honor Galilee of the Gentiles, by the way of the sea, along the 
Jordan-- The people walking in darkness have seen a great light; on those living in 
the land of the shadow of death a light has dawned.

82. Cursed

Deuteronomy 21:22-23  If a man has committed a sin deserving of death, and he is 
put to death, and you hang him on a tree,  his body shall not remain overnight on the
tree, but you shall surely bury him that day, so that you do not defile the land which 
the LORD your God is giving you as an inheritance; for he who is hanged is 
accursed of God.

Galatians 3:13  Christ has redeemed us from the curse of the law, having become a 
curse for us for it is written, "Cursed is everyone who hangs on a tree.”

83. Hands and feet pierced

Psalm 22:16-17 Dogs have surrounded me; a band of evil men has encircled me, 
they have pierced my hands and my feet.  I can count all My bones. They look and 
stare at Me.

John 12:32-33  "And I, if I am lifted up from the earth, will draw all peoples to 
Myself."  This He said, signifying by what death He would die. (Jesus foretold his 
death nineteen times.)

84. Mocked and insulted

in the LORD; let the LORD rescue him. Let him deliver him, since he delights in 
him."

Matthew 27:39-40 Those who passed by hurled insults at him, shaking their heads  
and saying, "You who are going to destroy the temple and build it in three days, save
yourself! Come down from the cross, if you are the Son of God!"

85. Given gall and vinegar

Psalm 69:21 They put gall in my food and gave me vinegar for my thirst.

Matthew 27:34  they gave Him sour wine mingled with gall to drink. But when He 
had tasted it, He would not drink.

John 19:29 A jar of wine vinegar was there, so they soaked a sponge in it, put the 
sponge on a stalk of the hyssop plant, and lifted it to Jesus' lips.

86. Made Intercession

Isaiah 53:12b  And He bore the sin of many, And made intercession for the 
transgressors. 

Luke 23:34   Then Jesus said, "Father, forgive them, for they do not know what they
do." And they divided His garments and cast lots.

87. Hears prophetic words repeated in mockery

Psalm 22:8 He trusts in the LORD; let the LORD rescue him. Let him deliver him, 
since he delights in him.

Matthew 27:43 He trusts in God. Let God rescue him now if he wants him, for he 
said, 'I am the Son of God.’

88. Prays for His enemies

Psalm 109:4 In return for my friendship they accuse me, but I am a man of prayer.

Luke 23:34 Jesus said, "Father, forgive them, for they do not know what they are 
doing." And they divided up his clothes by casting lots.

89. Darkness (R-165)

Amos 8:9  "And it shall come to pass in that day," says the Lord GOD, "That I will 
make the sun go down at noon, And I will darken the earth in broad daylight;”

Luke 23:44  Now it was about the sixth hour, and there was darkness over all the 
earth until the ninth hour.
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90. Forsaken by God

Psalm 22:1  My God, My God, why have You forsaken Me? Why are You so far 
from helping Me, And from the words of My groaning?

Matthew 27:46  And about the ninth hour Jesus cried out with a loud voice, saying, 
"Eli, Eli, lama sabachthani?" that is, "My God, My God, why have You forsaken 
Me?"

91. Thirst

Psalm  22:14-15  I am poured out like water, And all My bones are out of joint; My 
heart is like wax; It has melted within Me. My strength is dried up like a potsherd, 
And My tongue clings to My jaws; You have brought Me to the dust of death.

John 19:28  After this, Jesus, knowing that all things were now accomplished, that 
the Scripture might be fulfilled, said, "I thirst!"

92. His side to be pierced (R-167)

Exodus 12:46  In one house it shall be eaten; you shall not carry any of the flesh 
outside the house, nor shall you break one of its bones.

Numbers 9:12  `They shall leave none of it until morning, nor break one of its 
bones. According to all the ordinances of the Passover they shall keep it.

John 19:33,36 But when they came to Jesus and found that he was already dead, 
they did not break his legs. For these things were done that the Scripture should be 
fulfilled, "Not one of His bones shall be broken."

96. To be buried with the rich. (R-167)

Isaiah 53:9 He was assigned a grave with the wicked, and with the rich in his death,
though he had done no violence, nor was any deceit in his mouth.

Matthew 27:57-60 As evening approached, there came a rich man from Arimathea, 
named Joseph, who had himself become a disciple of Jesus. Going to Pilate, he 
asked for Jesus' body, and Pilate ordered that it be given to him. Joseph took the 
body, wrapped it in a clean linen cloth, and placed it in his own new tomb that he 
had cut out of the rock. He rolled a big stone in front of the entrance to the tomb and
went away.

Luke 23:34  34 Then Jesus said, "Father, forgive them, for they do not know what 
they do1." And they divided His garments and cast lots.

Hebrews 4:15 For we do not have a High Priest who cannot sympathize with our 
weaknesses, but was in all points tempted as we are, yet without sin.

Hebrews 7:26 For such a High Priest was fitting for us, who is holy, harmless, 
undefiled, separate from sinners, and has become higher than the heavens;
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1 Peter 2:22-24 Who committed no sin, Nor was deceit found in His mouth; who, 
when He was reviled, did not revile in return; when He suffered, He did not threaten,
but committed Himself to Him who judges righteously; who Himself bore our sins 
in His own body on the tree, that we, having died to sins, might live for 
righteousness-- by whose stripes you were healed.

1 John 3:5 And you know that He was manifested to take away our sins, and in Him
there is no sin.

For You
will not leave my soul in Hades, Nor will You allow Your Holy One to see 
corruption. You have made known to me the ways of life; You will make me full of 
joy in Your presence.'

Acts 13:35-39  Therefore He also says in another Psalm :`You will not allow Your 
Holy One to see corruption.' For David, after he had served his own generation by 
the will of God, fell asleep, was buried with his fathers, and saw corruption; but He 
whom God raised up saw no corruption. Therefore let it be known to you, brethren, 
that through this Man is preached to you the forgiveness of sins; and by Him 
everyone who believes is justified from all things from which you could not be 
justified by the law of Moses.

Matthew 28:6,9 He is not here; for He is risen, as He said. Come, see the place 
where the Lord lay. Suddenly Jesus met them. "Greetings," he said. They came to 
him, clasped his feet and worshiped him.

1 Corinthians 15:42 So also is the resurrection of the dead. The body is sown in 
corruption, it is raised in incorruption.

1 Corinthians 15:50-54 Now this I say, brethren, that flesh and blood cannot inherit
the kingdom of God; nor does corruption inherit incorruption. Behold, I tell you a 
[a]mystery: We shall not all sleep, but we shall all be changed—  in a moment, in the
twinkling of an eye, at the last trumpet. For the trumpet will sound, and the dead will
be raised incorruptible, and we shall be changed. For this corruptible must put on 
incorruption, and this mortal must put on immortality. So when this corruptible has 
put on incorruption, and this mortal has put on immortality, then shall be brought to 
pass the saying that is written: “Death is swallowed up in victory.”

1 John 3:2 Beloved, now we are children of God; and it has not yet been revealed 
what we shall be, but we know that when He is revealed, we shall be like Him, for 
we shall see Him as He is.
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Revelation 7:15-17 Therefore they are before the throne of God, and serve Him day 
and night in His temple. And He who sits on the throne will dwell among them.

98. (Other prophecies of the resurrection listed under other 
points.)

Hebrews 9:14 how much more shall the blood of Christ, who through the eternal 
Spirit offered Himself without spot to God, cleanse your conscience from dead 
works to serve the living God? 

Hebrews 9:25 not that He should offer Himself often, as the high priest enters the 
Most Holy Place every year with blood of another -

Hebrews 9:26 He then would have had to suffer often since the foundation of the 
world; but now, once at the end of the ages, He has appeared to put away sin by the 
sacrifice of Himself.

102. Is a Lion

Genesis 49:9  Judah is a lion's whelp; From the prey, my son, you have gone up. He 
bows down, he lies down as a lion; And as a lion, who shall rouse him?

130. The God of the living

Exodus 3:6 Moreover He said, "I am the God of your father the God of Abraham, 
the God of Isaac, and the God of Jacob." And Moses hid his face, for he was afraid 
to look upon God.

He shall pour water from his buckets, And his
seed shall be in many waters. His king shall be higher than Agag, And his kingdom 
shall be exalted.

Matthew 6:30-31  Now if God so clothes the grass of the field, which today is, and 
tomorrow is thrown into the oven, will He not much more clothe you, O you of little
faith? Therefore do not worry, saying,`What shall we eat?' or`What shall we drink?' 
or`What shall we wear?'

133. I have redeemed you

Isaiah 43:1-3 But now, thus says the LORD, who created you, O Jacob, And He 
who formed you, O Israel: "Fear not, for I have redeemed you; I have called you by 
your name; You are Mine. When you pass through the waters, I will be with you; 
And through the rivers, they shall not overflow you. When you walk through the 
fire, you shall not be burned, Nor shall the flame scorch you. For I am the LORD 
your God, The Holy One of Israel, your Savior; I gave Egypt for your ransom, 
Ethiopia and Seba in your place.”

134. His ascension (R-184)

hands and blessed them. While he was blessing them, he left them and was taken up 
into heaven.

135. Son of Man given dominion

Daniel 7:13-14  I was watching in the night visions, And behold, One like the Son 
of Man, Coming with the clouds of heaven! He came to the Ancient of Days, And 
they brought Him near before Him. Then to Him was given dominion and glory and 
a kingdom, That all peoples, nations, and languages should serve Him. His dominion
is an everlasting dominion, Which shall not pass away, And His kingdom the one 
Which shall not be destroyed.
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Luke 24:50-51  And He led them out as far as Bethany, and He lifted up His hands 
and blessed them.

Acts 1:18-20 With the reward he got for his wickedness, Judas bought a field; there 
he fell headlong, his body burst open and all his intestines spilled out. Everyone in 
Jerusalem heard about this, so they called that field in their language Akeldama, that 
is, Field of Blood.) "For," said Peter, "it is written in the book of Psalms, "'May his 
place be deserted; let there be no one to dwell in it,' and, "May another take his place
of leadership.'

137. The abomination of desolation

11. The God of the living

Exodus 3:6 Moreover He said, "I am the God of your father the God of Abraham, 
the God of Isaac, and the God of Jacob." And Moses hid his face, for he was afraid 
to look upon God.

Matthew 22:32  `I am the God of Abraham, the God of Isaac, and the God of 
Jacob1 '? God is not the God of the dead, but of the living.

12. The Passover

Exodus 12:3-7  Speak to all the congregation of Israel, saying:`On the tenth day of 
this month every man shall take for himself a lamb, according to the house of his 
father, a lamb for a household.  `And if the household is too small for the lamb, let 
him and his neighbor next to his house take it according to the number of the 
persons; according to each man's need you shall make your count for the lamb. 
`Your lamb shall be without blemish, a male of the first year. You may take it from 
the sheep or from the goats. `Now you shall keep it until the fourteenth day of the 
same month. Then the whole assembly of the congregation of Israel shall kill it at 
twilight.  `And they shall take some of the blood and put it on the two doorposts and 
on the lintel of the houses where they eat it.

Luke 22:1  Now the Feast of Unleavened Bread drew near, which is called Passover.

Mark 14:12  Now on the first day of Unleavened Bread, when they killed the 
Passover lamb, His disciples said to Him, "Where do You want us to go and prepare,
that You may eat the Passover?"

1 Peter 1:19  but with the precious blood of Christ, as of a lamb without blemish 
and without spot.

16. The scapegoat

Leviticus 16:8-10   Then Aaron shall cast lots for the two goats: one lot for the 
LORD and the other lot for the scapegoat.  And Aaron shall bring the goat on which 
the LORD'S lot fell, and offer it as a sin offering.  But the goat on which the lot fell 
to be the scapegoat shall be presented alive before the LORD, to make atonement 
upon it, and to let it go as the scapegoat into the wilderness.

John 1:29  The next day John saw Jesus coming toward him, and said, "Behold! The
Lamb of God who takes away the sin of the world!”

21. The King’s provision

Numbers 24:5-7   How lovely are your tents, O Jacob! Your dwellings, O Israel! 
Like valleys that stretch out, Like gardens by the riverside, Like aloes planted by the
LORD, Like cedars beside the waters.

23. Activity as a Prophet

Deuteronomy 18:15 The LORD your God will raise up for you a prophet like me 
from among your own brothers. You must listen to him.

John 6:14 After the people saw the miraculous sign that Jesus did, they began to 
say, "Surely this is the Prophet who is to come into the world."

24. Cursed

Deuteronomy 21:22-23  If a man has committed a sin deserving of death, and he is 
put to death, and you hang him on a tree,  his body shall not remain overnight on the
tree, but you shall surely bury him that day, so that you do not defile the land which 
the LORD your God is giving you as an inheritance; for he who is hanged is 
accursed of God.

Galatians 3:13  13 Christ has redeemed us from the curse of the law, having 
become a curse for us (for it is written, "Cursed is everyone who hangs on a tree.”

25. The Authority over life

But My mercy shall not depart from him, as I took it from Saul, whom I 
removed from before you. And your house and your kingdom shall be established 
forever before you. Your throne shall be established forever. ... And yet this was a 
small thing in Your sight, O Lord GOD; and You have also spoken of Your servant's 
house for a great while to come.

Revelation 21:2-4  Then I, John, saw the holy city, New Jerusalem, coming down 
out of heaven from God, prepared as a bride adorned for her husband.  And I heard a
loud voice from heaven saying, "Behold, the tabernacle of God is with men, and He 
will dwell with them, and they shall be His people. God Himself will be with them 
and be their God. And God will wipe away every tear from their eyes; there shall be 
no more death, nor sorrow, nor crying. There shall be no more pain, for the former 
things have passed away."

28. My living Redeemer

Job 19:23-27  Oh, that my words were written! Oh, that they were inscribed in a 
book!  That they were engraved on a rock With an iron pen and lead, forever!  For I 
know that my Redeemer lives, And He shall stand at last on the earth;  And after my 
skin is destroyed, this I know, That in my flesh I shall see God,  Whom I shall see 
for myself, And my eyes shall behold, and not another. How my heart yearns within 
me!

Revelation 1:5-6  and from Jesus Christ, the faithful witness, the firstborn from the 
dead, and the ruler over the kings of the earth.

Let God rescue him now if he wants him, for he 
said, 'I am the Son of God.’
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36. Thirst

Psalm  22:14-15  I am poured out like water, And all My bones are out of joint; My 
heart is like wax; It has melted within Me. My strength is dried up like a potsherd, 
And My tongue clings to My jaws; You have brought Me to the dust of death.

John 19:28  After this, Jesus, knowing that all things were now accomplished, that 
the Scripture might be fulfilled, said, "I thirst!"

37. Hand and feet pierced

Psalm 22:16-17 Dogs have surrounded me; a band of evil men has encircled me, 
they have pierced my hands and my feet. I can count all My bones. They look and 
stare at Me.

Then the eyes of the blind shall 
be opened, And the ears of the deaf shall be unstopped. Then the lame shall leap like
a deer, And the tongue of the dumb sing. For waters shall burst forth in the 
wilderness, And streams in the desert.  The parched ground shall become a pool, 
And the thirsty land springs of water; In the habitation of jackals, where each lay, 
There shall be grass with reeds and rushes.  A highway shall be there, and a road, 
And it shall be called the Highway of Holiness. The unclean shall not pass over it, 
But it shall be for others. Whoever walks the road, although a fool, Shall not go 
astray.  No lion shall be there, Nor shall any ravenous beast go up on it; It shall not 
be found there. But the redeemed shall walk there,  And the ransomed of the LORD 
shall return, And come to Zion with singing, With everlasting joy on their heads.

Joseph took the 
body, wrapped it in a clean linen cloth, and placed it in his own new tomb that he 
had cut out of the rock. He rolled a big stone in front of the entrance to the tomb and
went away.

Luke 23:34  34 Then Jesus said, "Father, forgive them, for they do not know what 
they do1." And they divided His garments and cast lots.

Hebrews 4:15 For we do not have a High Priest who cannot sympathize with our 
weaknesses, but was in all points tempted as we are, yet without sin.

Zechariah 13:7  7 "Awake, O sword, against My Shepherd, Against the Man who is
My Companion," Says the LORD of hosts. "Strike the Shepherd, And the sheep will 
be scattered; Then I will turn My hand against the little ones.”
